 Students have an essential role in civic life. Civic sense is an important aspect 

of education that helps students develop their social attitudes. Civic education plays a 

vital role in the flourishing of society in all dimensions. School education, teachers 

and parents has played an important role in instilling civic ideals such as patriotism, 

law-abiding behaviour, public decorum, environmental protection, public property 

protection, social ethics, and personal ethics. The purpose of civic sense in education 

is to equip individuals with the necessary values and abilities to navigate the world, 

achieve success, and contribute positively to society. 

Need and Significance of the Study

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society. Civic sense encourages environmental responsibility. The environment is 

everyone's duty, including effective waste management, sustainable behaviours, and 

resource conservation for future generations. The next thing is forming a positive 

public place, which means our place is not only for one person; everyone has an equal 

share to live in and to benefit from. It includes proper waste management, obeying the 

traffic rules, etc. 

 One of the primary goals of civic sense is to improve people's quality of life. 

Lack of civic sense leads to a variety of human vices. So, if everyone knows about the 

civic sense, it helps to understand what everyone needs, to behave politely with others, 

to respect others’ rights and everything else, and to support them. Ideal citizenship is 

an important part of civic sense. It helps to develop a person as an ideal citizen. The 

young men and women are future generations of our democratic country, and they are 

also conscious of their rights and duties. Civic sense helps to develop an ideal citizen 

throughout their entire life. 

 Civic sense, sometimes known as civic virtue, is an attitude that promotes 

equality and liberty in public life. An individual has the potential to make decisions 

that benefit his family and society. It refers to the capacity to follow social standards, 

respect others, be patriotic, maintain personal etiquette, maintain decorum in public 

places, safeguard the environment and public property, and act in a socially 

responsible manner.

Scope and Limitations of the Study 

 The purpose of this study was to assess the civic sense among higher 

secondary students in Malappuram district. In the district of Malappuram, 430 higher 

secondary students participated in the study. The investigator hopes that the present 

study will help to improve the present condition of the school and society. This 

research aims to find the civic sense among higher secondary school students. The 

limitation of this study includes, the time span, geographical disparities, and other 

pragmatic considerations. 

1. This study was carried out in Malappuram district. 

2. There were only 432 students included in the sample for the study. 
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 Any kind of research that seeks to review the important aspects of existing 

knowledge, including substantive discoveries as well as a theoretical and 

methodological contribution to a given topic, must include a literature review.

Effective research is based on the past knowledge, review of related literature helps 

to eliminate duplication of what has done and provide useful hypothesis and helpful 

suggestion for significant investigation (Best & Kahn, 2005). 

 Research is based on prior knowledge, so this stage helps to avoid repeating 

existing work and is helpful for hypotheses and recommendations for further research.

Conceptual Overview 

 The study of a citizen's rights and responsibilities in society is known as civics. 

The Latin term "Civic" (meaning "a citizen") is where the word "Civics" originates. 

"Civitas" is the Latin word for "city state." These two terms are the originators of the 

social science known as "civics" (Saxena et al., 2005) 
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 According to Shah “civics may be defined as that branch of human knowledge 

which deals with rights and duties of man living as a member of a group of people 

politically organized” (As cited by Saxena et al., 2005). The goal of studying civics is 

to familiarize oneself with every facet of a citizen's existence. Civics explains the 

man's origins and current state of development (Saxena et al., 2005). 

 Civic sense is what makes an individual a civilized citizen of a country. People 

from the upper classes who are well-educated, well-cultured, and generally civilized 

possess a great deal of civic sense. A civic sense is an unstated set of rules that govern 

people in a society. People often associate civic sense with cleaning roads and streets, 

but it is much more than that. It has to abide by the law, maintain decorum in public 

places, protect the environment and public property, and uphold social ethics, 

patriotism, and personal ethics. A country can only function properly if its citizens 

have a strong sense of civics (Pillappa, 2012). 

Fundamental Duties 

 51A represented as the Fundamental duties and it shall be the duty of every 

citizen of India 

1. To abide by the Constitution and respect its ideals and institutions, the 

National Flag and the National Anthem;

Protection of environment and public property 

Protection of environment 

 The word “environner”, which means to “encircle”, is the root of the English 

term environment. The term "environment," when used generally to refer to one's 

surroundings, can refer to the entirety of the social, cultural, and natural elements that 

have an impact on a person's or a community's quality of life. 

 Environmental protection is the practice of protecting the natural environment 

at individual, organizational, or governmental levels for the benefit of the environment 

and humans. Population growth and technological improvements are causing a partial 

or permanent degradation of the biophysical environment. Environmental 

preservation movements have paid attention to a range of environmental issues since 

the 1960s (Shelton &Kiss, 2005). 

 In other words, Environmental protection can be defined as the prevention of 

unwanted changes to ecosystems and their constituent parts. 
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This includes 

• The protection of ecosystems and their constituent parts from changes 

associated with human activities; and 

• The prevention of unwanted natural changes to ecosystems and their 

constituent parts (Hamilton et al.,2018). 

Protection of public property 

Definition 

 “Public property” means any property, whether immovable or movable 

(including any machinery) which is owned by, or in the possession of, or under the 

control of- 

(i) The Central Government; or 

(ii) Any State Government; or 

(iii) Any local authority; or 

(iv) Any corporation established by, or under, a Central, Provincial or State Act; 

or 

(v) Any company as defined in section 617 of the Companies Act, 1956 (1 of 

1956); or 

(vi) Any institution, concern or undertaking which the Central Government may, 

by notification in the Official Gazette, specify in this behalf (Public Property 

(Prevention of Damage Act, 1985). 
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Social ethics

where the word "ethics" first appeared. First and foremost, ethics refers to moral 

principles that make distinctions between right and wrong, good and bad, and so on. 

It also refers to the state of character and is an academic field that analyses moral 

principles. Academically speaking, ethics is a subfield of moral philosophy that 

addresses perennial issues pertaining to responsibility, honour, integrity, virtue, 

justice, and the better life. 

 The concept of social ethics is in need of being employed with its derivatives 

such as “social “and “society” (Ulman, 2015). The principles that define moral norms 

and rules are known as ethics. It's a field of philosophy that uses a set of rules for 

behaviour to address moral issues. It is a branch of philosophy that uses a code of 

conduct to address moral dilemmas. Ethics is the study of how to control people's 

good and bad behaviour. 

 One's collected encounters with people and cultures throughout their lives 

form the basis of their social ethics, and the focus of ethics is frequently on group 

behaviour rather than individual behaviour. 

 Social ethics examines behaviour in terms of what is deemed good or evil, 

moral or immoral. To put it another way, ethics seeks to provide a methodical 

explanation of our assessments of behaviour, to the extent that these evaluations are 

based on what is good or evil.

Personal etiquette 

 Everyone should use etiquette to govern their interactions on every daily 

occasion. In difficult circumstances, there's also an expectation based on how things 

seem, and manners help us to predict inappropriate behaviour. It makes expectations 

clearer and fosters an environment where people feel more comfortable. 

 When faced with challenging circumstances, such as needing to finish a phone 

conversation with an especially chatty person, etiquette can help. It can provide 

guidance on what to do. Relationships with people, both familiar and unfamiliar, are 

at the heart of etiquette. Etiquette serves as a guide for behaviour when interacting 

with strangers, meeting new people, sharing space, etc. 

 Respect for others is the foundation of etiquette. The rules of etiquette help to 

improve everyone's behaviour level. It shields a person's actions from things like 

upsetting, insulting, or harming other people (Smith,2011). 

Review of Related Studies 

 Bashir et al. (2023) conducted a study on teachers and teacher educators’ roles 

in developing civic sense and ethics among youth. The study's goals were to 

investigate how students can grow up to be capable adults, look at the role that 

educators play in civic and ethical education to help young people develop positive 

behaviours, and encourage civic knowledge, skills, and the development of positive 

ethical behaviours in young people. It was a qualitative method. The investigator used 

focus group discussions to select the five retired educators with an experience of 40 

years or more. Books, articles, standards for teachers, reports, etc. are used for 
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collecting data. According to the findings, these problems have resulted in a lack of 

involvement from civil society and a failure to preserve democratic schools. 

administration, employing effective delivery methods, handling external pressures, 

promoting weak democracy, addressing financial challenges, and fostering the 

presence of exemplary teachers. 

 Haider et al. (2022) conducted a study on the perceived role of institutional 

support in developing civic sense among university students. This is a qualitative 

study, and the main purpose of the study was to investigate the impact of institutional 

support on cultivating civic awareness among university students. The sample of the 

study was 20 students from all university schools in Punjab province. An interview 

was used to collect data, and the findings of the study were that university students 

are lacking in receiving civic education or training at the institution. 

 Arefin et al. (2021) analysed unconscious civic sense is a hindrance to 

ensuring a sustainable city. It was a case study that included interviews and focus 

group discussions. The study included students and teachers from the University of 

Dhaka, as well as residents of Dhaka City. The study mainly aims to identify the 

present problems for ensuring a sustainable city and the present condition of the 

people in the city. The study's findings revealed that the majority of participants saw 

a lack of consequences for breaches and a lack of awareness as the most essential 

factors in ensuring a sustainable city. 

 Srilakshmi et al. (2021) studied the influence of educational programs on 

selected aspects of civic sense among college girls. The study's primary goal was to 

examine college girls' knowledge, attitude, and practice in many aspects of civic 
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sense, as well as to create an educational module to help them improve their 

knowledge, attitude, and practice. The study used a quasi-experimental methodology, 

with data collected via a questionnaire from 750 undergraduate and postgraduate 

students. The survey discovered that respondents had strong knowledge, attitudes, and 

habits related to civic sense, including hygiene, napkin disposal, and gardening. 

 Ullah et al. (2020) conducted a study on perceptions and practices of civic 

values in Pakistani society from the perspective of secondary school students’ 

perspective. The main purpose of the study was to investigate students' perspectives 

on civic values and their practices in society. The population of the study was all the 

secondary students in Punjab, and the investigator used multiple cluster random 

sampling techniques to select 1800 students. The investigator used a questionnaire to 

collect the data. The findings of the study revealed a gap between students' perceptions 

of civic values and their practices in society. 

 Subramaniam (2019) carried out a study on the sense of civic responsibility 

among university students. The study's goal is to assess the level of civic duty among 

university students and identify specific elements that contribute to that sense of 

obligation. The researcher conducted a cross-sectional survey with stratified 

sampling. The survey included 1213 final-year undergraduate students from five 

Malaysian public universities. A questionnaire was used to collect the data. The study 

discovered that campus climate perception was the primary factor contributing to 

respondents' sense of civic obligation. 

 George (2018) carried out a study on the relationship between civic sense and 

the performance of 10th standard students in social science. The purpose of the study 
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was to determine the association between civic sense and social science performance 

in the tenth grade. The study, which consisted of a descriptive survey, involved 42 

secondary school students. The investigator used a civic sense situational test for 

collecting data. According to the findings, schools should offer community-focused 

programs and employ more effective teaching strategies to foster civic sense and 

enhance social science student performance. 

 Polatcan (2018) conducted a study on attitudes in secondary school towards 

the rules of etiquette and the development of a scale. The main purpose of the study 

was to develop a scale to determine the attitude of students in secondary school 

towards etiquette. The sample of the study was 266 secondary school students from 

Erzurum, and factor analysis was used to collect data. The findings of the study were 

personal rules and social rules; these two variations of the scale have been formed. 

 Altıkulac (2016) conducted a study on Patriotism and Global Citizenship as 

Values: A Research Study of Social Studies Teacher Candidates. This is a case study 

that attempts to introduce the concepts of patriotism and global citizenship through 

the Social Studies course and wants to raise excellent citizens. The investigator used 

a patriotism scale for collecting data and collected it from 144 social studies teachers 

from different universities. The results of this study, which combines quantitative and 

qualitative data, show that participants value constructive patriotism over blind 

patriotism and Favour patriotism over global citizenship. 

 Muneer (2016) conducted a study on civic sense among tribal higher 

secondary school students. The main purpose of the study was to understand the civic 

sense of tribal higher secondary students on the basis of gender, year of study, and 
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subject. The survey method was used in the study for collecting data, and 230 tribal 

higher secondary students from the Wayanad area were chosen at random. A civic 

sense scale was used for collecting data, and the data were analysed using a percentile, 

a t-test, and a one-way ANOVA. The major findings of the study were that the civic 

level of students was satisfactory. There is no significant difference between higher 

secondary students on the basis of gender. Boys have higher patriotism than girls; girls 

have higher obedience to the law than boys; and there is no significant difference 

between boys and girls in their protection of public property. 

 Pandey and Rathore (2016) conducted a study on the relationship between 

civic sense and civic responsibility among junior high school students. The researcher 

used the survey method, and the sample of the study was 121 students in the 8th grade 

studying in two schools in Varanasi, following the central board of secondary 

education. The researcher used a civic sense test and a civic responsibility scale for 

data collection and analysed the data with correlation. Major findings showed that 

students with high civic sense scores may not be civically responsible and that there 

is no significant difference in civic sense scores between boys and girls. 

 Tarannum (2016) conducted a study on sustainable city governance and civic 

sense among citizens. The main objective of this study was to investigate the driving 

force behind people's actions in a civic sense. The study was conducted in Bangladesh 

with random sampling techniques. to select 100 respondents and collect data through 

questionnaires. According to the findings of the research, females are more conscious 

of the use of bridges than males, and the older group has more civic sense about 

maintaining the environment. Younger men are even less law-abiding when it comes 
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to disposing of trash properly. The biggest factor that can push someone against their 

civic duty is their thinking or mentality. 

Conclusion 

 The reviews of the studies give a wide perspective on the area under 

investigation. From the review of related studies, the investigator has found that the 

civic sense is related to different levels. A number of studies have been conducted in 

civic sense and their components in and outside India. The studies revealed that there 

is a lack of civic sense among different levels of students. It includes high school level, 

graduation, tribal students and female students. This points that the relevance of the 

present study. 
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 Research methodology is a way to systematically solve the research problem. 

Methodology is the systematic, theoretical analysis of the method applied to a field of 

study. It comprises the analysis of the body of method and principles associated with 

a branch of knowledge (Lgwenagu, 2016). 

 The methodology chapter provides a detailed description of research design, 

sampling techniques, data collection methods, tools and techniques used for the study. 

 Examining the civic sense among higher secondary schools in Malappuram 

district was the study's main objective. The following main header provides a detailed 

description of the methodology: 

• Research design 

• Variables of the study 

• Objectives of the study 

• Hypotheses of the study 

• Tool used for the study 

• Sample selected for the study 

• Data collection procedure 

• Scoring and consolidation of data 

• Statistical techniques used for the study 
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Research Design 

 This study aims to investigate the civic sense among higher secondary school 

students and the study follows the quantitative research design and survey method was 

used to collected data. 

 Quantitative research deals with quantifying and analysing variables in order 

to get results. It involves the utilization and analysis of numerical data using specific 

statistical techniques to answer questions like who, how much, what, where, when, 

how many, and how. It also describes the methods of explaining an issue or 

phenomenon through gathering data in numerical form. The study further reveals that 

quantitative methods can be categorized into; survey research, correlational research, 

experimental research and causal-comparative research (Apuke, 2017). Quantitative 

research focuses on gathering numerical data and generalizing it across groups of 

people or explaining a particular phenomenon (Babbie, 2010 as cited by Islam et al. 

2022). 

 The survey method is a quantitative research method, recognized for its 

structured collection of data about a population through the use of contemporary 

questions (Kendra, 2016 as cited by Islam et al. 2022). A survey is a method by which 

self-reported information of individuals is obtained. 

Variable of the Study 

 The present study intended to find out the extent of civic sense among higher 

secondary school students in Malappuram district. The only variable involved in the 

study is “civic sense”. 
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 Gender, Stream and membership in NSS are considered as the categorical 

variables. 

Objectives of the Study 

 The objectives of the study are; 

1. To find out the extend of civic sense of higher secondary school students. 

2. To find out the difference in the civic sense of higher secondary school 

students based on the sub groups 

• Gender 

• Stream 

• Membership in NSS 

Hypothesis of the Study 

1. The civic sense of the higher secondary school students is not satisfactory. 

2. There will be no significant difference in the civic sense of sub group of high 

secondary school students based on 

• Gender 

• Stream 

• Membership in NSS 

Tool used for Data Collection 

 An essential tool of research is the collection of data. Choosing the right tool 

is essential in doing fruitful research. The data was collected from higher secondary 
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schools’ students by using the civic sense inventory. The supervising teacher provided 

guidance to the investigator while developing the inventory. 

 The detailed description of the construction of inventory is presented under 

the heads. 

 Planning of the inventory 

 Preparation of the inventory 

 Scoring procedure 

 Finalisation of the inventory 

Planning of the Inventory 

 Planning is the initial stage of building an inventory. The researcher chooses 

and examines few books, journals, research papers, and encyclopaedias that are 

pertinent to the variable during the planning step. Fixing the several dimensions of the 

civic sense and decided to develop the inventory with 6 different dimensions. 

 Description of each of the dimensions is given below. 

Patriotism 

 Rather than nation-state power, patriotism is love for one's country under 

democratic traditions and customs. It includes social relation, protection of cultural 

values, accepting mind for different culture, relation between different communities 

and willingness to sacrifice to promote the countries good. Item numbers 1 to 6 come 

under this dimension. 
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Obedience to law 

 Obedience to the law is to obey the rules and regulations in society, school, 

and traffic, as well as to promote others to be obedient to the law. Item numbers 7 to 

13 are come under this dimension. 

Maintaining the decorum in public places 

 Maintaining decorum in public places means practicing public etiquette. It 

refers to a person's behaviour in public place. Cleanliness, politeness, quietness, 

respect for others, and proper trash disposal are essential. This division includes items 

14–21. 

Social Ethics 

 The term social ethics refers to an individual's behaviour or attitude within a 

society, as well as the moral dimension and culture of a civilized society. It includes 

respecting and caring for nature, being kind and generous to others, respecting 

institutions, respecting people's rights, respecting free of thought, and refusing to steal 

or murder. This dimension includes items 23–30. 

Protection of environment and public property 

 The term "environmental protection" refers to protecting our environment 

from different angles. It includes taking public transit whenever possible, planting and 

caring for it, use natural goods, conserve power and energy, and avoid single- use 

plastics. 
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 Protection of public property entails safeguarding public amenities. It includes 

water systems, gas supplies, roadways, and historical sites. This dimension includes 

items 31 through 38. 

Personal Etiquette 

 The way a person behaves in public, private, and intimate settings refer to their 

personal etiquette. It involves being punctual, sharing, having table manners, greeting 

people politely, dressing appropriately, being active, and being tidy. This dimension 

includes items 39 through 46. 

Preparation of the Inventory 

 Based upon the above-mentioned components, the investigator developed the 

civic sense inventory. The draft inventory includes 46 items. In this, items 1-6 fall 

under patriotism, items 7 – 14 falls under obedience to law, items 15-22 fall under 

maintaining the decorum in public place, items 23-30 fall under social ethics, items 

31-38 fall under protection of environment and public property and 39- 46 comes 

under personal etiquette. 

Scoring Procedure 

 The forty-six items of the inventory are followed with four different options. 

Among the four options provided in the inventory, the most appropriate one as per 

civic sense is considered acceptable and other options are unacceptable. The 

respondent has freedom to select any one of the four options. If the respondent chooses 

the correct answer, then one score is given. If the respondent chooses the wrong 

answer zero is provided. Thus, maximum score obtained in the draft inventory is 46, 
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and the minimum is zero. 

Finalization of inventory 

 The purpose of conducting try-out is to select the items for the final inventory 

by keeping each attribute to the test empirically. The procedure of the item analysis is 

described below. 

Item Analysis 

 For try out, the inventory was administered to 432 higher secondary school 

students in Malappuram district and they were selected by stratified random sampling 

technique. The investigator created a scoring key, which was used to score the 

response sheet. After scoring 432 response sheets, the total score of each sheet was 

determined and placed in ascending order based on the overall score.

 Item with discriminating power less than 0.3 were deleted to the final one. 

 The final inventory thus contains 38 items. 

 The final inventory is given as Appendix II and Appendix III 
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Reliability 

 Reliability of the test refers to consistency of result. Reliability Is the degree 

of consistency that the instrument or procedure demonstrate: whatever it is measuring, 

it does so consistently (Best & Kahn, 1995). 

 The reliability of the inventory was estimated by test re-test method. The 

inventory was conducted to a group of 36 higher secondary school students and again 

repeated in the same group of students with an interval of 3 weeks. The score obtained 

from the correlation with test re-test and the reliability coefficient was found to be 

0.79, which suggests that the inventory is reliable. 

Validity 

 “Validity is the quality of a data- gathering instrument or procedure that enable 

it to measure what is supposed to measure” (Best & Kahn, 1995). The validity of the 

present tool was ensured using face validity. Suggestions were incorporated and the 

discriminating power of the items were calculated. Item with sufficient discriminating 

power (0.3) were selected for the final inventory. 

Sample Selected for the Study 

 Selection of the sample is an important aspect of any research. A sample is a 

small proportion of a population selection for observation and analysis (Best & Kahn, 

1995). The population of the study is higher secondary school students in Malappuram 

district and the study was conducted in 432 students, selected using stratified random 

sampling technique. 
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Gender of the Student 

 Gender difference considered as classificatory variable. The investigator 

decided to give due weightage to male and female students. 

Stream of the Study 

 Secondary schools have different streams. It includes science, commerce and 

humanities etc. and proper weightage was given to the streams. 

Membership in NSS 

 In the present study, the investigator decided to give appropriate weightage to 

the membership in NSS.

Data Collection Procedure, Scoring and Consolidation of Data 

 After finalizing the size of the sample, as the first step, investigator prepared 

schedule for visiting the schools and approached the heads of the institution for 
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permission to administer the tool. After getting the permission the investigator met 

the students and explained the purpose and ensured their co-operation to make the 

study as successful as possible. After that copies of the tools were distributed and 

collected back after they completed. 

 The response sheets were scored according to the scoring procedure. The 

maximum score obtained is 38 and the minimum being zero. Then the data were 

consolidated and tabulated for statistical analysis. 

Statistical Techniques used for the Study 

 The following statistical techniques were used for analysis of the data 

One-sample t-test 

 To test whether the sample mean differ significantly from a given value, single 

sample t-test was used. 

 One sample t-test is a statistical test used to determine whether the mean of a 

single sample differ significantly from a hypothesised mean. And it is commonly used 

when you have a single group and want to compare the mean of the group to a known 

or hypothesised value. 

1. Test of significance difference between two means for large independent 

group.

One -way ANOVA 

 The analysis of variance is an effective way to determine whether the means 

of more than two samples to attribute to sampling error (Best & Kahn, 1995). The 

inferential statistical technique ANOVA is used in this study to find out whether there 

is exists any significant difference in civic sense among higher secondary school 

students on the basis of stream. 

 For analysing the data, the investigator used mean, standard deviation, t-test 

and ANOVA as the statistical techniques with the help of SPSS package. 
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 Analysis involves breaking down, the existing complex factor into simple 

parts and putting the parts together in new arrangements for the purpose of 

interpretation. Interpretation is the process for establishing relationship between 

variables, the usefulness of the collected data lies in its proper interpretation. It is the 

most important step in the procedure of research. Analysis of the data means studying 

the organized martials in order to discover inherent facts. The data was studied from 

as many angles as possible to explore new facts. Statistical techniques have 

contributed greatly in gathering, organizing, analysing and interpreting numerical data 

(koul,2014). 

 The main purpose of the present study is to find out the extent of civic sense 

among higher secondary school students in Malappuram district. This chapter 

describes the details of the statistical analysis of the data collected. The collected data 

were analysed statistically on the basis of the objectives of the study and the result are 

presented and discussed in this chapter. 

Objectives 

 The objectives of the study are; 

1. To find out the extend of civic sense of higher secondary school students. 

2. To find out the difference in the civic sense of higher secondary school 
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students based on the sub groups. 

• Gender 

• Stream of study 

• Membership in NSS 

 The details of statistical analysis and its result and interpretation are presented 

in the following headings; 

• Preliminary analysis 

• Major analysis 

Preliminary Analysis 

 As the first step the investigator has done a preliminary analysis. The mean, 

median, mode, standard deviation, skewness, and kurtosis of the variable for the total 

sample and subsample are computed. The details of the descriptive statistic are 

presented in table 3

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 Table 3 reveals that measures of central tendency, viz mean, median and mode 

of variable civic sense among higher secondary school students are 20.41, 21 and 20 

respectively, for the total sample with Standard deviation of 8.24. The extent of 

skewness is -.265 and the measure of kurtosis is -.564.

 The histogram shows that distribution of civic sense among higher secondary 

school students for total sample. The statistical and graphical representation of the 

variable civic sense reveal that the distribution of variable is normal. 
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Major Analysis 

The Extent of Civic Sense of Higher Secondary School Students 

 The extent of civic sense of higher secondary school students was calculated 

using arithmetic mean score along with one sample t-test was employed. The values 

are given in table 4

Result and Discussion 

 Table 4 shows the mean score obtained for civic sense is 20.41 and the 

standard deviation is 8.24 respectively. In the civic sense inventory, the minimum 

score obtainable is zero and maximum score is 38. The mean score (20.41) compared 

with test value (18.5) on the civic sense inventory. The critical ratio obtained 4.826 

which is greater than 2.58, the value required for significance at 0.01 level. Thus, the 

test value is obtained above the middle score in the inventory and t-value is greater 

than the tabled value. Hence, it can interpret that the higher secondary school students 

have above average civic sense. The standard deviation obtained is 8.25 indicating 

that the individual score is not deviating highly from the mean score. 
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 Test of Significance Difference in Mean Score of Civic Sense among 

Higher Secondary School Students Based on the Sub group. 

 In this analysis, the test of significance difference between the mean score of 

civic sense of higher secondary school students with respect to the sub group gender, 

stream and membership in NSS. 

Based on Gender 

Comparison of Civic Sense among Male and Female Higher Secondary School 

Students 

 To compare the mean scores of civic sense between male and female students 

by using t -test. The data and result are given in the table 5

 Table 5 shows that the mean scores of civic sense of higher secondary school 

students are 19.62 and 21.23 respectively. The standard deviation is 7.66 and 8.75 

respectively. When the mean scores compared for significance, the critical ration 

obtained is - 2.03 which is greater than tabled value of t (1.96) for significance at 0.05 

level. Hence the female students have more civic sense than male students. 
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Based on Membership in NSS 

Comparison of Civic Sense among NSS and Non NSS Higher Secondary School 

Students 

 To compare the mean scores of civic sense between NSS and Non NSS 

students by using t- test. The data and result are given in the table 6

Result and Discussion 

 The table 6 shows that the calculated t -value is 6.03 which is greater than the 

tabled value 2.58 required for significance at 0.01 level. Hence the two group NSS 

and Non NSS students differ significantly in their civic sense. The mean scores of 

NSS students are 22.70 and non NSS students 18.10 respectively. The standard 

deviation is 7.74 and 8.10 respectively. 

 Hence NSS students have better civic sense than non NSS students. This may 

due to the more programmes and exposure available the NSS students than the non 

NSS students. 
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Based on Stream 

Comparison of the Mean Scores of the Civic Sense of Higher Secondary School 

Students Based on Stream 

 The statistical technique one -way ANOVA is used in this study to find out 

the mean differences of civic sense of higher secondary school students on the basis 

of stream. Stream is categorized into three. There are science, commerce and 

humanities. The data and result of the one-way ANOVA of civic sense among higher 

secondary school students for the sub group on the based-on stream.

Result and Discussion 

 Table 7 indicates that the F value obtained by the civic sense of higher 

secondary school students based on stream is 0.53. It means that there is no significant 

difference between streams. Hence, the hypothesis there will be no significant 

difference in the civic sense of sub group of higher secondary school students based 

on stream is accepted. 
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Tenability of Hypotheses 

 The first hypothesis states that “The civic sense of the higher secondary school 

students will be not satisfactory”. From the result of the study, it is clear that there is 

an above average level of civic sense of higher secondary school students. Hence, the 

first hypothesis is rejected. 

 The second hypothesis state that there will be no significant difference in the 

civic sense of sub group of higher secondary school students based on gender, stream 

and membership in NSS. 

1. This study reveals that there is a significant difference in the civic sense of 

higher secondary school students for the sub group based on the gender. So, 

the hypothesis is rejected. 

2. This study reveals that there is a significant difference in the civic sense of 

higher secondary school students for the sub group based on membership in 

NSS. So, the hypothesis is rejected. 

3. This study reveals that there is no significance difference in the civic sense of 

higher secondary school students for the sub sample based on stream. So, the 

hypothesis is accepted. 
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 The chapter provide an overview of the significant aspect of the study viz, 

study in retrospect, major findings of the study, educational implications and 

suggestions for further research in the area. 

Study in Retrospect 

Re-statement of the problem 

 Civic sense refers to an individual's active engagement and preparedness to 

fulfil his or her obligations in society. Encompasses patriotism, obeying the law, 

keeping public decorum, protecting the environment and public property, social 

manners, and personal etiquette. The school system is more effective in building 

pupils' civic sense and offering practical activities to support it. The proposed study is 

entitled CIVIC SENSE AMONG HIGHER SECONDARY SCHOOL STUDENTS 

IN MALAPPURAM DISTRICT. 

Objectives of the Study 

 The objectives of the study are; 

1. To find out the extent of civic sense among higher secondary school students. 

2. To find out the difference in the civic sense among higher secondary school 

students based on the sub groups 
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• Gender 

• Stream 

• Membership in NSS 

Hypotheses of the Study 

 The hypotheses are listed below 

1. The civic sense of the higher secondary school students is not satisfactory. 

2. There will be no significant difference in the civic sense of sub group of high 

secondary school students based on 

• Gender 

• Stream 

• Membership in NSS 

Participants 

 The population under the study is the higher secondary school students. The 

study was conducted on a sample of 432 higher secondary school students selected 

through stratified random sampling technique giving representation to various strata 

like gender, stream and membership in NSS. 

Tool used for data collection 

 Civic sense inventory (Suman and Afeef, 2023 ) 
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Statistical techniques used 

1. Single sample t-test 

2. Test of significance of difference between two means for large independent 

group (t- test) 

3. One way ANOVA 

Major Findings of the Study 

Findings of the study helped the investigator to conclude as follows: 

• The extent of civic sense of higher secondary school students is above average. 

• The extent of civic sense of higher secondary school students’ level in terms 

of one sample t-test as follows.

• The mean score (20.41) is higher than the test value (18.5) and critical ratio 

(4.829) greater than the tabled value 2.58, with level of significance 0.01. 

• There is a significant difference in civic sense of higher secondary school 

students based on sub sample of gender (t=-2.03, p>.05). It means females 

students have more civic sense than male students. 

• There is a significant difference in civic sense of higher secondary school 
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students based on sub sample of membership in NSS (t=6.03, p> .01). It means 

NSS students have more civic sense than Non NSS students. 

• There is no significant difference in civic sense of higher secondary school 

students based on sub sample of stream. 

Conclusion 

 The present study summarised that the civic sense among higher secondary 

school students is above average. 

 There is a significant difference in the mean score of civic sense among higher 

secondary school students based on the sub sample gender and membership in NSS. 

But there is no significant difference in the civic sense of higher secondary school 

students based on sub sample stream. 

 So, it’s clear that NSS programmes is helpful for all students for developing 

their civic sense, because NSS students have better civic sense than Non NSS students. 

There female students have better civic sense than male students so, more opportunity 

is to be given to boys to involve in classroom cleaning, and to give personal etiquette 

guide lines for developing their civic sense, and more programmes are to be 

implemented to develop the civic sense. 

Educational Implications of the Study 

• The findings of the study highlighted that there is no significant difference in 

the civic sense between the students from various streams. But there is 

significant difference in the civic sense among higher secondary school 
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students based on sub samples gender and membership in NSS. 

So, 

• It is recommended to conduct the practical sessions for students to develop the 

civic sense like role play and competitions etc. 

• Encourage debate, discussion and group work for developing the civic sense. 

• To conduct value education classes for students. 

• To implement community service programmes as part of curriculum. 

• To provide NSS programmes and exposure for all students like awareness of 

afforestation, blood donation camps, cleanliness of our environment and 

disaster management. 

• To implement the civic clubs in schools. 

• To aware the parents or guardians about home duties for developing the 

mentality of civic sense among boys. 

• To incorporate civic education into curriculum. 

• To conduct civic education workshops for students and teachers. 

• To include current issues as the part of study. 

• To aware the students about the traffic laws, schools’ rules and societal laws. 

• To develop new course or programs related to civic sense in school. 
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• To provide service- learning fellowship for students. (service- learning means 

that combine academic learning with community service) 

Suggestions for Further Research 

• The experience of conducting this study made the investigator to suggest the 

following for further research in the area. 

1. Survey on civic sense among prospective teachers at different levels. 

2. A study could be conducted on the barriers of developing civic sense among 

boys. 

3. A study on the attitude towards teachers to conduct the civic sense 

programmes in schools. 

4. Studies can be conducted on factors promoting civic sense among students at 

different levels.
